Reverend Kevin Tarsa believes the new space for UUCM will “exert liberating energy” and allow the
congregation to consider new ways of doing things. The building we are in now “holds us in” and he
feels the new energy will inspire imaginations and fresh perspectives. Kevin suggests the
congregation will expand and offer opportunities for new people seeking community and he is
convinced in time we will “make the space our own.”

Change excites people and makes them nervous in the same breath. To add excitement for some
and settle the nerves of others it helps to focus on the details of what is to be gained.

Kevin, being a “music man,” says the bigger area will allow for more musical events. He points out
the space has natural light, more room for socializing, and a lovely way to walk into the building
through an outdoor area — always a plus.

Growing up in a family where the philosophy was to “make do with what we've got” Kevin says the
new building will give the community a chance to think about what we can do with what we have.
The pulpit, the medallion and the logo in wood will continue to create the “center of interest,” (in
Kevin's words). To some extent what is unfamiliar will be mitigated by what everyone is used to
seeing every Sunday. Kevin grew up a Catholic and played the church organ from an early age. He
is comfortable with two services, if this proves necessary, because he once played for many services
one after the other every Sunday for years.
